Speaker Attendance Policy

Adopted by the CEC – March 9, 2010
Background

On occasion, a speaker at an AGA educational event may ask to attend other sessions at the seminar. The question then becomes: do we allow the speaker to attend these sessions for free or should they be charged and how much? This issue applies to AGA-only events as well as joint programs with other associations.
It should be recognized that speakers expend a considerable amount of time preparing and presenting material at our events, regardless of the length of the session they are asked to present. Most of our speakers do not receive any monetary compensation so in effect they are volunteering their time and effort to benefit our membership and the government accountability community. However, on occasion, we do pay speakers who generally do not participate in other sessions.
Policy
- For speakers not receiving monetary compensation, they can attend any other seminar sessions for free.

- For speakers that are paid, they can attend other sessions that day and receive CPEs as well as all meals and materials at no cost; however, for multi-day events (fraud conference, TCTC, etc.), such speakers would have to pay the seminar "member" rate for the other day(s) if they plan to attend the conference.
